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May 17 – 23, 2009 is Associational Emphasis Week. Live with Urgency: Sowing Together for Harvest is the 
national theme. We are called to fulfill our God-given task (Ecclesiastes 3:10). This assignment cannot be com-
pleted at the business-as-usual pace. Dr. Darrel King states in his work entitled God’s Plan for World Evangel-
ism, “You and I are not just another generation of the church to kick the ball a little further and maybe make 
another goal. We are part of the generation being called upon by God to finish the task that was begun long 
ago.” What role do Baptist Associations have in this endeavor? Three words come to mind: networking, equip-
ping, and mobilizing. Networking is a new trend, but not a new idea. In fact, for 300 years Baptist Associations 
have been networking Baptist work around the world. 

 

While pastoring Goodwater Baptist Church in Magee, Mississippi, I traveled with a group of 26 pastors from 
three associations in Mississippi (Pearl River, Simpson, and Rankin) for a weekend trip to Baltimore, Maryland 
to meet with 26 colleague pastors from Mid-Maryland Association. Each pastor was randomly assigned to a 
corresponding church. The plan was to preach, develop relationships, and then reciprocate the process in Mis-
sissippi at a later date. By divine providence, I was assigned to Pastor Jean St-Ulme and Calvary Baptist 
Church, Silver Spring, Maryland, a Haitian congregation of 800 members. 

 

The following year, Pastor St-Ulme and seven of his leaders and their spouses came to Goodwater Baptist 
Church, Magee, Mississippi. As the relationship flourished, 19 members from Goodwater Baptist Church trav-
eled to Silver Spring, Maryland to help Calvary Baptist Church renovate at two-story garage to use for choir 
practice, prayer meeting, and leadership training. During our visit, we discovered that Pastor St-Ulme and the 
congregation at Calvary were involved in mission work in their homeland of Haiti. After of year of planning, a 
team from Goodwater joined a team from Calvary to travel on mission to Haiti.  

 

One pastor to pastor, church to church connection from an associational network meeting between Mississippi 
and Maryland pastors culminated into over ten mission experiences to Haiti in as many years. Nearly 100 vol-
unteers have been mobilized for mission to Haiti, and over 5,000 souls have been saved (including a 105 year 
old Voodoo Priest). Associations can and do have a viable role in enabling churches to sow together in the har-
vest. 

 

Rowan Southern Baptist Association (RSBA) exists to network, equip, and mobilize churches and individuals 
to facilitate sowing together for the harvest. One way RSBA is living with urgency: sowing together for harvest 
is through the Reach Rowan initiative (Log onto www.RowanSBA.org for details). Reach Rowan will happen 
on July 18-22, 2009 and is a cooperative evangelistic outreach with more than 15 churches from Rowan and 
Yadkin County. The goal for the week is to visit 17,000 of the approximately 27,000 homes in Rowan County. 
THIS IS A CHURCH-WIDE EFFORT! The youth will be the main door-to-door witnesses, but we need every 
able-bodied Christian from each church to get involved in areas ranging from providing transportation to hous-
ing students for the week. James Mills, Franklin Baptist Church Youth Minister, recently wrote, “Reach Rowan 
will have a profound influence on our county, our churches, our youth and everyone who is involved. In 50 
years, people will talk about the change that happened in Rowan County the summer of 2009. If you care about 
spiritual well-being of your teen, you will encourage them or make them be a part of this God-sized ministry.”
