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Spiritual Abortion: Division in the Bride of Christ  
 

1 Corinthians 11:18 ï ñFirst of all, when you come together as a church, I hear that there are divisions among 

you, and in part I believe it.ò 
 

The apostle Paul begins 1 Corinthians 11:2 with the phrase ñNow I praise youéò He concludes chapter eleven 

with ñI do not praise you.ò He praises the Corinthian Christians for ñremembering him in all thingsò and for 

ñkeeping the traditions as I delivered them to youò (1 Cor. 11:2). However, Paul exposes issues for which he 

does not praise them. The downturn revolved around the churches observance of the Lordôs Supper. This 

tradition that had been delivered to the church continued to hold its place in the churches worship schedule, but 

the atmosphere surrounding the ordinance had progressively deteriorated. In fact, in 1 Corinthians 11:17 Paul 

stated, ñyou come together not for the better (more useful, more serviceable, more excellent)
1
 but for the worse 

(harming of church life)
2
.ò Following this confrontation, Paul addresses the spiritual condition of the church in 

an attempt to ñset things in order.ò 
 

The first word Paul uses to describe the spiritual condition of the church is the word ñdivisions.ò 

1 Cor. 11:18 ï ñI hear that there are divisions among you, and in part I believe it.ò 
 

The word translated divisions is (schisma). Schisma is the word we derive our English word ñschism.ò Schism 

means to ñsplit or rupture.ò This word occurs eight times in the New Testament. The KJV translates as 

ñdivisionò five times, ñrentò twice, and ñschismò once.
3
 Schisma is a word with strong meaning. For example, 

this word presents of picture of ñripping up the pregnant.ò The following Old Testament passage gives further 

insight into the meaning of the word. Amos 1:13 ï ñThus says the Lord, for three transgressions of the people of 

Ammon, and for four, I will not turn away its punishment, because they have ripped open the women with child 

in Gilead.ò  
 

The New Testament speaks of the church as both the body and the bride of Christ (Col. 1:18; Mt. 9:15; Rev 

21:2). The church was created to reproduce herself through soul-winning and church planting. Reproduction 

occurs when the gospel is proclaimed, and persons receive the gift of eternal life by faith. According to the 

Word of God, the bride of Christ is to produce lasting fruit worthy of repentance (Luke 3:8). Based on the 

preceding word analysis, division in the church could be characterized as spiritual abortion because division in 

the body of Christ rips the message of the gospel from the womb of the bride of Christ resulting in an 

unproductive bride. Perhaps the reason many SBC churches do not baptize anyone and 95% of SBC churches 

have never reproduced themselves (that is they have never planted another church) is because they have 

committed spiritual abortion by allowing division in the church. 
 

Lesson: Division in the bride of Christ rips the gospel message from the womb of the bride that results in an 

unfruitful church. Constant care must be given by all members to maintain unity in order to guard against 

committing spiritual abortion. The heart of Jesus is ñthat they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in 

You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Meò (John 17:21). What about 

you? Are you promoting unity or causing division in the body of Christ? Your behavior could be the difference 

between your church being a reproductive church or an unproductive church because of having committed 

spiritual abortion.
