The Unraveling of the Moral Fabric of Society 
 

Psalm 11:3 – “If the foundations are destroyed, what can the righteous do?” 
 
The word translated “foundations” literally means a “work in weaving,” i.e., make cloth using the weaving 
process with a loom and shuttle.1 This translation presents an idea of the foundations being destroyed by the 
unraveling of the fabric of society. The first thing that comes to mind is how my grandmother Barker used to 
crochet Toboggans and Afghans. Once the garment was completed, if you pulled the right thread of yarn, the 
whole garment would unravel in front of your eyes. This is the message the Psalmist is proclaiming, “When the 
moral fabric of society unravels before your eyes, what can the righteous do?” In our text, the Word of God 
outlines three truths to consider when the foundations are destroyed. 
 
Truth #1 – When the foundations are destroyed, the Lord is in control.  
Psalm 11:1 – “In the Lord I put my trust.” 
Psalm 11:4 – “The Lord is in His holy temple, the Lord’s throne is in heaven; His eyelids behold…” 
 
In the midst of an unprecedented unraveling of the moral fabric of our society, believers must remain confident 
that the Lord is in His holy temple, and seated on His throne in heaven. From this high and holy vantage point 
He reigns and rules over all! 
 
Truth #2 – When the foundations are destroyed, the Lord tests the righteous.  
Psalm 11:2 – Look! The wicked bend their bow, they make ready their arrow on the string, that they may shoot 
in the darkness at the upright in heart.”  
Psalm 11:5 – “The Lord tests the righteous.” 
 
Nighttime archery ambush is the attack of choice by the wicked upon the righteous. The Psalmist declares, 
“Look! The wicked bend their bow, they make ready their arrow on the string, that they may shoot in the 
darkness at the upright in heart” (Psalm 11:2). One sure sign that the foundations of society are destroyed is 
persecution against Christians. Persecution is the ultimate test. James calls believers to count it all joy when we 
fall into various trials. Perseverance in the face of persecution separates genuine believers from false believers.  
 
Truth #3 – When the foundations are destroyed, the Lord loves righteousness.  
Psalm 11:7 – “The Lord is righteous, He loves righteousness; His countenance beholds the upright.” 
 
When the foundations are destroyed, believers are called to live righteously. Collapse facilitates fear, and fear 
breeds corruption. Difficult times present a unique challenge for God’s people to resist temptation to engage in 
unethical and immoral activity. The Lord is righteous and he loves righteousness.  
 
When the foundations are destroyed, what can the righteous do? The righteous can rest assured that God is in 
control. When the foundations are destroyed, what can the righteous do? The righteous can prepare for times of 
testing. When the foundations are destroyed, what can the righteous do? The righteous can determine in their 
heart to remain pure and holy before the Lord!
